¶ contribute to the spiritual, social, moral and cultural development of each child  

¶ allow reflection and response to the fundamental questions of life and those things 
that are of eternal concern and value to human beings  

 foster and enable a concern for the needs of others and a recognition of the vulnerability 
of self and of others  

 celebrate and give thanks for the achievements within the school, local and international 
community and occasions of significance, including festivals.  

promote community cohesion  
give expression to, and reaffirm and practise the values of the school community  

 
 

 

Types of Collective Worship  

  

To provide students with variety in their experience of worship, acts of worship may take the 
form of a whole school act of worship for all students or separate acts of worship for students in 
different age groups or school groups. Collective Worship is typically heldinternational 
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The school has a system of suitable supervision for students withdrawn from Acts of Collective 

Worship, however, no additional work is set or followed in this time.  

  

This right of withdrawal does not extend to assemblies.  

    

On those days when a form group is not in an Act of Collective Worship the form tutors, students 

within the form group or Academy Chaplain will often develop /discuss the theological thought 

for the week.  In order to facilitate and support this all tutor groups are provided with weekly 
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
