High income countries = countries with a per capita GNI of above
$12,696 (60 in total)

Low income countries = countries with a per capital GNI of less than
$1,045 (27 in total)

Newly emerging economies = countries in between HICs and LICs.
These are countries whose economies are growing quickly.
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Life expectancy: The average number of years a person might be expected
to live.

Literacy rate: The percentage of people who have basic reading and wriang
skills.

Infant mortality The average number of deaths of infants under 1 year of
age, per 1,000 live births, per year.

Gross Nasonal Income A measurement of economic acavity that is
calculated by dividing the gross (total) nasonal income by the size of the
populason. It takes into account the value of goods and services and
income earned from investments overseas.

Human Development Index: A method of measuring development in which
GDP per capita, life expectancy and adult literacy are combined to give an
overview. This measure of development uses economic and social
indicators to produce a figure that allows comparison between countries.
